The paper presents a synthesis of
original research on the fauna and
ecology of invertebrates, carried out in
the period 2000-2021 by specialists in
entomology from the Laboratory of
Entomology, Institute of Zoology in the
diverse habitats of the "Plaiul Fagului"
Reserve. The volume was designed as
an inventory of invertebrates and
update of species diversity data in the
classes Collembola and Insecta
(Odonata, Hemiptera, Coleoptera,
Lepidoptera, Hymenoptera and
Diptera). The paper presents 1011
species, of which 580 are cited for the
first time for the reserve, and 7 are new
for the fauna of the Republic of
Moldova. Among them, 39 species are
included in the Red Book of the
Republic of Moldova, protected at local
or international level. The volume
includes the list of species, data on
their ecology and distribution, photos of
some species.

Monografia contribuie la fortificarea cunostintelor in domeniile entomologiei si silviculturii, este destinatd specialistilor din domeniul
protectiei mediului, biologiei, ecologiei, doctoranzilor, studentilor si tuturor persoanelor interesate de ocrotirea naturii in tara noastra.
Importanta lucrarii consta in completarea listei speciilor de nevertebrate identificate in Rezervatia ,Plaiul Fagului” cu specii noi identificate
in ultimii 20 de ani. Monografia ofera material stiin{ific relevant pentru monitorizarea strarii mediului, poate servi drept baza pentru
elaborarea masurilor de protectie, de restabilire si conservare a ecosistemelor forestiere si a utilizarii lor durabile. Rezultatele obtinute vor fi
utilizate la pregatirea editiei a IV-a a Cartii Rosii din Republica Moldova si a planului de management al rezervatiei. Cercetarile efectuate
corespund directiei strategice - Impactul factorilor biotici si abiotici asupra mediului si societatii.

The monograph contributes to the strengthening of knowledge in the fields of entomology and forestry. The list of invertebrate species from
the Plaiul Fagului Reserve was updated by including new species, which were identified in the last 20 years. The monograph provides
relevant scientific data for monitoring the state of the environment, it can serve as a basis for developing measures to protect, restore,
preserve and use in a sustainable way the forest ecosystems. The obtained results will be of a high value in the preparation of the 4th
edition of the Red Book of the Republic of Moldova and the management plan of the reserve. The monograph is intended for specialists in
the field of environmental protection, biology, ecology, students and all people interested in the protection of nature in the Republic of

Moldova.
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
